broad sense are encouraged to apply with the title and a short (less than 250 words) 
abstract of a poster they would like to present.

The application deadline for the school is April 25th, 2019. Note that the school takes 
place the week before ISIT 2019 in Paris, giving students the option to add Boston as a 
stopover.
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
